It was Phil Schenck. whose occupation 

ong was a jest, who pounded the earth 
.rour.d the home plate. For many years 
*hil was a ground keeper without 
-rounds. He was landscape gardener 
lor Frank Farrell on the hilltop terrace, 
a Broadway, and when the Yankees 
noved to the Polo Grounds ten years 
g o Phil was left without a ball field, 
lo t he managed to stick on the payroll, 
issisting with the trunks and baggage. 
lelplng out the trainer and dreaming of 
he days when he again would have a 
*11 field to give his tender care. 

His Dream Comes True. 
But year after year the dream ap -

leared further away. The Yanks ap-
larently had Imbedded themselves at 
be Polo Grounds. But Phil clung on to 
he club. Evidently only be and Roger 
-eckinpaugh were hold-overs from the 
'anvil regime and when Peck was trad-
d a year ago Schenck was the lone 
urvivor. And then the fairy tale came 
roe. Over a year ago the Yanks pur-
hased their present plot in the Bronx 
nd last fall Phil Schenck carefully 
added the ball field with a carpet of 
teen and put In the turtle back infield. 
tnd today, as the Yankees open their 
aenty-flrst American League opening. 
rtth the, Boston Red Sox. the former 
roundkeeper. without grounds. looks 
irer his finished work in the greatest 
brine erected to old king baseball. 
The fans were on hand early for this 

tistoric American League opening. A 
roouly crowd was assembled around the 
nassive structure of concrete when 
"onsin Egbert Barrow, Yankee business 
nanager. ordered the locks taken off 
he stadium a t twelve o'clock. There-
f ter each subway train reaching l « s t 
ireet and each "L," arriving at Jerome 
venue brought a steady stream of new 
ustomers. By half-past one practically 
11 the unreserved section of the lower 
land was occupied. A t that t ime there 
ere S.OW in the stands. From the top 
f the stand they looked l ike ants aa 
ley wended their way to seats in the 
irge lower stand. The mezzanine floor 
nd upper stands began to fill up around 
s o o'clock- These seats probably will 
e entirely "decorated" when the real 
nsh comes between two and three 
•dock. 

Everything Is N e w . 
Everything smelled of a newness of 
resh paint, fresh plaster and fresh 
rras3. Perhaps a few minor details are j ! 

til l to be completed, but the contractors 11 
•radically are through with their toil. 
1 few painters still were busy outside. 
mt inside all was spies, and span. The 
stands have been painted a pleasing 
treen. and, with a lavish display of the 
lational colors, made a beautiful back­
ground for a ball game. 

Not only is the stadium the most com­
modious in baseball, but it is a beautiful 
piece of baseball architecture, with 
graceful, pleasing lines, and should lake 
Its place among the show places of 
America. Unlike the Polo Grounds. 
Which is built in a hollow, the stadium 
can be seen for miles, as its triple decks 
grand stand majestically rises from the 
Tanks of the Harlem. Approaching it 
from the l»0th street viaduct one is Im­
pressed with Its bigness. I t looks only a 
short walk ahead, but as one approaches 
from Edgecombe avenue he soon discov-
«rs It t o be quite a hike. 

Ones inside the fans* eyes become 
dizzy as they rove over the rows and 
row* of seats. The ball field is decep­
t ive. .The stands are so big and high 
that the field looks smaller than It Is. 

Yet we can' t overlook the fact that 
th is i s an American League opening and 
that the Yanks, two time chsmpions. 
• r e rather Intent on turning the trick_ a 
third time. I t Is their purpose, with the 
•Id of Bob Shaw key's good right arm. to 
make a good start In that direction to­
day. Only the Red Sex. recruited al-

The victims were 
a chauffeur and a bricklayer.

Ten years later he comes 
to ass.st In the opening of the great 
Yankee Stadium, the manager of the 
Red Sox tail-enders. the team which 
was the world's championship club ten 
years ago. 

t'reat as is the grand stan'l rapacity 
of the- new Yankee Stadium, it was evi-
iet.t that the club had overtaxed it 
in its first contest. 

Hjrlan Unable to Attend. 
Colonel Ruppert. riesident of the 

Yanks, announced that Mayor l lyian 
would" be unable to be rresent because 
of illness. 

The Seventh Regiment Rand and the 
antics of the photogtaphers helped to 
amuse the crowd. The stadium is so 
large that the band sounds far away. 
Babe Ruth, as usual, was taken in 
every possible pose. He was snapped 
with several urchins, one about five 
years old. In a baseball uniform. The 
kids are all for the Babe, and he Is for 
the kids. 

Late comers say that there are thou­
sands of persons outside unable to get 
in. Subway expresses rumbling by on 
River avenue are jammed with human 
freight. All the grand stand'seats have 
been sold and lines of three hundred are 
•tending In front of the bleacher «•«-
trances. There is no doubt that the park 
s i l l be filled to capacity, and It may be 
necessary to turn bac i some of the 
:rowd. 

The corner of the right field grand 
stand looks like an easy home run zone. 
During batting practice both Yanks and 
Red Sox repeatedly drove the ball Into 
this "pocket" and the right field bleach-
;rs.

!tand. Colonels Ruppert and Huston es­
corted the Commissioner, and he prompt

>ut. • Shortly after Landis the two Colo­
nels. Charley Stoneham and Jim Tior-
ley. of the Giants, and Eddie Bennett. 
:he Yankee mascot, posed for another 
Mcture. Only patches of the bleachers 
v-malned vacant w**en the Yanks went 
'or fielding practice at three o'clock, 
rhe fans were mostly interested In Ev-
-rett Scott, the man who has played 9S< 
ruccesslve games. Scotty flitted around 
he infield without showing any bad ef­
fects of his Injury-

A t fifteen minutes past three o'clock 
the guests of honor appeared in the 
offing, while the Seventh Regiment 
Band, in full regalia, formed at the 
plate to lead the parade of tossers to 
the outfield. John Philip Sousa. the 
famous band leader, was etcorted on the 
field by Lieutenant ^Sutherland, the 
Seventh Regiment leader, and Sousa 
took command of the expedition. The 
Yanks in their blue caps and gray 
sweaters made a pretty color scene 
vith the gaudy red sweaters of the 
Red Sox. 

Pennant Is Raised. 
The guests. Governor Smith. Judge 

Landis. Generals Bullard and Welg-
and and other high military men, met 
:ho parade at the centre field flagpole. 
To the inspiring strains of "The .Star 
spangled Banner" Managers Huggtns 
tnd Chance first raised the American 
flag and then the American League pen­
nant for 132. 

With Sousa leading the "Stars and 
Stripes Forever" the entire assembly 
marched back to the plate, greeted by 
the cheers of the entire s'.ands. Judge 
Landis. Mrs. Landis, Governor Smith 
and Colonel Ruppert were in the first 
line of march. 

Bob Shawkey. veteran r ight, harder 
and a gob during the war. began warm­
ing up a t quarter-past three for the 
Yankees, and Howard Ehmke, the lone, 
angular heaver, for the Red Sox. He 
beat the Yanks five t imes in 1530. hut 
since then has not been so effective. 

Just, before game time there were 
around (8.000 in the stands. While there 
still were a few unoccupied spots In 
the bleachers, the fans stood three dee; 
behind the lower stand and mezzanine 
floors. There were at least S.C00 standees 

Before the game the Yankees were 
presented with a large horseshoe made 
of red carnations, while Babe Ruth wa< 
called to the plate and presented w i t ! 
a large box containing a gilded bat and 
otlu r knicknacks.

Crack Coast Sprinter Denied 
Permission to Enter Euro­

pean Events by A. A. U.

Charley Paddock, crack sprinter of 
the University of Southern California, 
will not be permitted" to compete la 
athletic meets in Europe during' his 
tour of foreign countries. This was 
decided at & meeting o l the board o* 
tiovernors of the Amateur Ath-
•euc Union held In the New Yora 
A. C last ntgnt, wnen a'aadocs.s ap­
peal from a ruling barring al l American 
athletes from European competition 
was denied. Paddock made Ms appeal 
In an effort to gain permission to par­
ticipate In a track meet In Paris, to 
which he bad been invited. The board 
of governors ruled against permitting 
Paddock to engage in competitive ath­
letics while abroad, pointing out that the 
only exception to the nan was made 
in the case of the Yale-Harvard track 

.team, which Is going to England for 
a clash with the Oxford-Cambridge 
-team next July. Thrs exception was 
made, it was pointed ont. because of 
the fact that plans for the combined

i ago. a t a time before the A. A. U.
